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Letter from the Minister...

Dear Friends
What are you going to giving for Lent?

Over the last years, | have given something up
for the forty days of Lent. Last year (painfully) it
was cofee; previously it has been chocolate or
something similarAs of yet, this year | haven’
decided.

Aside from any help with the waistline, ‘giving
up for Lent’ serves a number of spiritual purposes.
The sacrifice reminds us of the sacrifice Christ
made; the temptation, of Christbrdeal in the
wilderness. Self-denial reminds us that the
Christian way is a way of dying-to-self and
following him in the dificult path.The exercise
should be one, which like fasting, encourages
deeper prayer

But let me ask you a ddrent question: what are
you taking upfor Lent?

No, I’'m not suggesting you start smoking, or
increase the sugar in your tea. But, yes, | am
serious.

Jesus said “If any want to become my followers,
let themdenythemselves... anthke uptheir
cross and follow me. For those who want to save
their life will lose it, and those who lose their life
for my sake, and for the sake of the gospel, will
save it.” (Mark 8:34-35)

Certainly thats about self denial — but self denial
is not just a negative thing, it is the positive
decision tatake upa new way of life. It is life,
defined not by the ‘thou shalt not’, but rather life
filled with positive choice to follow Christ — and
to go where he will lead.

For Christians life should be d&rent, and
certainly that means denying the priorities (and

perhaps some of the pleasures) of the world. But
it also means that in Christ we find, ‘life and life
in all its fullness(John 10:10). Less worldlput
also more human.

So, what will youtake upfor Lent?

Perhaps your Bible? (A chapter read daily for
forty days would take you through two gospels).
Perhaps a time set aside for prayer? Perhaps
grasping a new opportunity to learn about your
faith, or to serve? Perhaps using your time, talents
or money in a new way?

In the giving up, and the taking up, let us look for
God's blessing as we move towards Easter

Report of the Annual Business Meeting - Monday

The Preses took the chair of the meeting, which
had been constituted by the Minist@nd thanked
him for his opening devotions and inspiring
address.

Previous Minutes
The minutes of the previous meeting were
approved.

Treasurer ’s Financial Report

The Treasurer thanked fellow Managers, the
auditors, lain Morrison and the FWO team for
their work in claiming tax back and also all the
organisations for donating money to the church
from their funds.TheTreasurer thanked you, the

congregation, for your generosity and continued
support, which has been much appreciated.

The Treasurer read through the accounts and
explained that the terminology/FO stands for
‘Weekly Freewill Ofering’, and that this has gone
up by 3.8%.The Ordinary Ofering rose by 1%.
There has been an increase of 5.7% in the general
ministry expenditure The church insurance has
also gone up from £450 to £800rhis now
includes the screen and projector etc. He
explained that the gas bills were overestimated
in 2005 but are now in order

TheTreasurer confirmed that the word ‘Outreach’
fund reads correctly He noted th&Var Sock
and explained that we inherited this from former
members of the church many years adgde
value, in monetary terms, of the stock currently
stands at £1324.

TheTreasurer explained that the interest awarded
by the bank was considerably less than
anticipated. This was due to the amalgamation
of the Bank of Scotland with the Halifax Building
Society There is approximately 15 months’
interest due to the church by our bafike bank
will adjust this during 2006.

A query was raised regarding the council tax for
the church and church housd&he Treasurer
agreed that there has been a slight decrease in
these.

With regard to th&D Barr Bequest and théouth
Development Fund, Mr Gus Smeaton suggested
keeping these separat€his was approved.

Mr Robb suggested that the Outreach Fund should
be made up to £1000, and that £500 be transferred
to the Fabric Fund and the balance carried forward
within the General Fund.This was approved.
TheTreasurer asked that the Managers be allowed
to spend more than £300 on repaiihis was
agreed.

TheTreasurels report was adopted.

Free Will Offering

Mr Morrison began his report by thanking the
FreeWill Offering Treasurers for their enormous
work throughout the year and the Elders for their
help in distributing the FWO envelopes. Mr
Morrison confirmed that at the moment, there are
184 signed declarations; and an additional 62
people gave by standing ordevhich is a big



increase. Mr Morrison reported that we lost 13
people in 2005.

Mr Morrison reported that over £26,000 in 2005

has been claimed back through gift aidhe bulk

of this money went to the General Fund; and the
World Church Fund also benefited from this. He

appealed to all taxpayers to sign the gift aid form
and stated that the church will benefit greatly as
they can claim back 28p of every £1 from the

taxman.This can be backdated to &tpril 2000,

and he stressed that this facility will end soon.

Managers’ Report
The Managers’ Report had been circulated with
the accounts and was taken as read.

Disabled Access

The Preses praised the work and more
importantly your contributions, in ensuring that
our new driveway and disabled access were
completed to the satisfaction of all concerned.
She thanked fellow Managers: David Jamieson,
Laurie Kayser and Gege Baillie for all their hard
work.

The Preses informed the congregation that the
damaged kerb at the driveway would be repaired
in approximately two weeks. South Lanarkshire
Council will carry out this work.

Election of Auditors
Mr M Ellis and Mr P Howitt were unanimously
elected ad\uditors for the year 2006.

Election of Managers
The following Managers retired by rotation at the
ABM:

All offered themselves for re-election and were
re-elected.

There are currently four vacancies within the
court.

Their
appointments were approved and accepted by
those presenfThese appointments fill vacancies
that have one year to run before re-election.

Stipends and Salaries

The Managers proposed that theg@nists and
the Church Cffcer’s salaries be increased by 3%.
The Minister will receive a voluntary additional
stipend of 15%.

There was some discussion as to the 3% increase
and a motion to pay an additional 2% as a bonus
was defeated after a vote.

Budget

The budget was presented as appeared in the
annual accountsThe Treasurer advised that in
order to meet the proposed expenditure, an
increase in givings of at least 6.4% per member
would be necessary

TheTreasurer appealed to those present that when
giving a donation, they stipulate which fund they
wish their donation to go intoThe Treasurer
informed those present that if the money goes
into the general fund, 70% of the donations go
straight to Edinbugh and our church benefits
from only 30%. He suggested to everyone to bear
this in mind and to remind others if and when
donations come in, to state whichfund should be
the beneficiary if they did not wish to put it into
the general fund.

TheTreasurer queried the necessity of the weekly
advert in ‘The Reformérand informed those
present that it costs £700 for this.

The Treasurer also reminded all present of how
the photocopier is sometimes misused and that
the repair costs for 2005 were £349. He suggested
that it might be cost &fctive to buy a new copier
due to the age of the current one.

TheTreasurer suggested that before we spend in
2006, we ask ourselves “Is it necessary or is there
a cheaper alternative?”

The budget was adopted.

The Preses reported that tR€R was not
working properly She advised that the Managers
had purchased a replacement, whichVCR &
DVD combi. She requested to those present that
any damage to equipment is immediately reported
to the Managers.

There was no further business.

The Preses thanked all the Managers for all their
work throughout the yeaA great deal has been
achieved within the past year due to thefio$.
She thanked the Church f@fer and Church
Organist for their contributions during the year

The minister closed the meeting with the
benediction.
