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Dear Friends

This last month, we met to celebrate the life of
Anne Alston (1913-2006). A large part of our
celebration was of Anne’s 45 years of service to
the Guild. Maynie Mason paid tribute to her as a
past president to, an enthusiast for, and a servant
in, that organisation over the long decades.

As we remembered the past, we also saw the
strength of present service. Members of our Guild
stewarded, catered for and supported the occasion
– and did so with a grace and quiet efficiency
that is too easily taken for granted.

My purpose here is neither to butter-up the Guild
(although that’s never a bad strategy for a
minister!), nor to single out Anne for particular
praise (although she’d merit it). It is rather that
that day reminded me that, as we face the future
together, we must never take for granted our
present, nor forget our past.

Stonelaw’s past contains many Annes; faithful
Christians who have blessed and enriched us.
There is also, in our present, an abundance of
quiet, unsung, service; like that provided by our
Guild and other organisations, also given in the
unstructured everyday service of Christians. God
has blessed us in the past with good people, and
God is active in his people today – and that is
why we have no need to fear our future together.

November began with All Saints Day: and ‘we
believe in the communion of saints.’  Not saints
with halos, but the more ‘ordinary’ ones we call
friends. As saints you and I are one in Christ; we
have a connection that binds us together. That
connection transcends race, gender, and age – it
includes Christians overseas, the majority of
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whom we will never meet. It also transcends time.
Saints of the past, the present and the future are
all one, connected together in knowing,
worshipping and serving Christ.

We walk with saints. There are those of the past
– examples, teachers and friends. We need to
honour them and learn from them. There are those
of our present – we see some each day. We need
to learn to value them, pray for them, and be
encouraged by them. And there are those of our
future, whom we nurture, and with whom we
share our hopes. All of us are connected in ‘Jesus
Christ, who is the same yesterday, and today and
forever’.

** The 2006 Budget requires a total of £22,000 in Tax Recoveries and £750 in other income.

The apparent to date surplus of £7,462 does not take account of the payments to The Church of Scotland of
£7,790.40 in each of August and September which could not be made due to lack of funds. If these could have
been paid the cumulative figure would be a shortfall of £8,119.

Please also note that the total offerings to date are down by £3,701 when compared to the same period in 2005.

As you will note from the table below, our obligations are not being met due to lack of funds.  We therefore
appeal to you to please consider increasing the amount you give to the church to enable the day to day running
of the church, together with paying for the salaries of those for whom we are responsible.  And please remember
that our church is not exempt from the increase in energy prices or the cost of living as a whole.

The managers would like to welcome Tom Nisbet to the board.  Tom, who is a very busy man and a past
manager, knows that serving the Lord is indeed a great privilege.  Tom has shown his willingness by joining
the board for one year.

We are still seeking 3 or 4 people to join the board.  Remember that serving the Lord is a calling and a great
privilege.

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ALL CHANGE IN RUTHERGLEN

The Presbytery plan for Rutherglen came a step
closer to happening this month, when the
congregations of Wardlawhill and Rutherglen
West agreed a union. Both congregations voted
overwhelmingly for merger, which was then
approved by the Presbytery on October 10th.

The following points have been agreed:
• The name of the new congregation will be

‘Rutherglen: West and Wardlawhill’.
• It will come into being around the end of

March 2007.
• It will use the existing West building as its

place of worship – but the joint congregation
will continue to own and use the Wardlawhill
halls.

• The existing Wardlawhill sanctuary will be
sold.

• Rev Jack Drummond will be the minister of
the new congregation. Rev Ian Walker will
postpone his retirement by a few months, so
that he will retire as the union occurs.

• This will be phase one of the plan. Phase two
will be a union of West and Wardlawhill with
Rutherglen Old, in about five years time.

Please do continue to remember the members and
ministers of Wardlawhill and the West in your
prayers during this time of change.

Our Parish Boundaries
If we left things at that, Jack Drummond would
have an enlarged congregation and two parishes
to look after, so some redrawing of the boundaries
will be required. What is planned is this: when
the union occurs, the parish of Wardlawhill (as
distinct from the congregation) will become part
of the parish of Rutherglen Old. At the same time,
a large part of the Old’s parish will become
Stonelaw’s.

That means the area roughly from Johnstone
Drive, along Mill Street, down the middle of
Albert and Highburgh Drives, and then back
down Stonelaw Road will be added to our Parish.
(Our current Parish runs from Dryburgh Avenue,
up Calderwood Road to Southhill Avenue.) The
Kirk Session is currently considering what new
opportunities this gives us for outreach.

Group Leaders please consider this guidance and discuss with a Manager any points that are unclear or
impractical.

If you discover or suspect a fire:
• Your first action must be to evacuate everyone of your own organisation to an area clear of the building.
• Then alert any other users of the building including the Church Officer and family.
• Then call 999 using a mobile phone or the telephone in Church House. The church building address is:

Glasgow G73 3EG

• Whenever possible, try to leave internal doors closed. This prevents the spread of fire and will allow more
time for evacuation.

• Evacuating the premises is the priority over fighting a fire.
• Babies and toddlers should be lifted out of prams and carried outside.
• The upper NE Dryburgh door should not be mortice locked or bolted if people are using the Sanctuary, the

Vestry or the Session House.
• You should routinely remind all your users about the fire exits and the need to move outside the building

when requested.
• You should remind your users that, in the event of a fire, using the internal stairwells to access another part

of the building is unsafe.

A reminder that Portable Electrical Equipment should be registered with the Managers to ensure it is routinely
tested.  It is highly recommended that every organisation leader has a mobile phone ready for use.

One of the ways that the Moderator suggested we
can start to address these issues is to see the world
through our neighbours’ eyes.  If we truly love our
neighbour we need to understand their needs,
consider how we can help them and how we can
offer a Christmas that provides light in their
darkness; to allow them to focus less on the presents
and more on the Presence.

Since its launch in June 2006, the fund-raising
cookbook Recipes for Disaster… Relief and
Development “has been selling like hot cakes”,
according to Tearfund supporters and cookery
book authors Brenda and Gordon Wilkinson of
East Grinstead, England. “We had sold 1,000
copies within four months and were able to give
our first donation of £3,000 to Tearfund at the
end of September” says Gordon.

The couple, who are longstanding Tearfund
volunteers, aim to raise over £25,000 from book
sales for Tearfund’s work with people affected
by disasters in Africa, Asia and South America.
“The way the books are selling, we should easily
reach our target” says Brenda, “especially with
the prospect of sales coming up to Christmas
when we hope that people will buy copies as gifts
for friends and family.”

Recipes for Disaster brings together a tasty
collection of 41 recipes from Argentina to
Zambia, including Spicy Bolivian Beef, Peruvian
Prawn Chowder and Liberian Chicken Casserole.

Each recipe works for home or church meals, and
comes with information about the country it’s
from and how Tearfund is working there. “You
can choose a recipe and pray for the people
Tearfund is helping, afterwards or as you say
grace,” says Gordon.

The Wilkinsons were inspired to write Recipes
for Disaster whilst eating rice and beans for two
weeks on a Tearfund study tour to the Honduran
rainforest. They then scoured the length and
breadth of the planet to compile a book of well-
known and less well-known international recipes
from 25 of the countries where Tearfund works.

A SUPER CHRISTMAS GIFT THAT ALSO HELPS THE WORLD’S POOR
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News fr om Abr oad....
...FROM ALISTAIR AND MARY IN KYRGYSTAN...

My friend no longer is coming to the window.
He was a frequent visitor, agile and enthusiastic,
with his cheeky face and his long ears, charming
his way into our hearts.   But only one glance
today and that for such a short time.   Perhaps
he’s found a place to sleep and while away his
time till spring.   We miss him and eagerly await
his return.

He’s our cheeky squirrel!

“How are you doing?”   How often we are asked.
Kak vas dilla?  In Russian.  Answer.  Charasho
or Miedlina.   “Very good or OK”, depending on
the mood or occasion.   And yes, we are Charasho,
spaseba, “Very good, thank you”.  Getting on with
things, steady as you go in the church, in the
projects, meeting people, busy about the work,
just as many of you in your different places are
busy too and getting on with the things that God
has put into your hands.

And thinking, most recently thinking a lot about
consecration.  It came up in the book of Joshua
which we are studying on Sunday mornings.
“Consecrate the people”, so God urged Joshua
and it made me think.

So much planning and preparing, so much
strategising and rationalising, of the laying down
of programmes there seems to be no end.   But
that was not the first thing, nor the most necessary,
even in the great plan to occupy the promised
land, but first was consecration.

And it has made me think.

Jesus’ strategy?  Calling disciples, the road to the
Cross, and the Upper Room, and you breathe it
everywhere from Bethlehem to Calvary.
Consecration.  John 17.

Acts of the Apostles.  Yes, people have analysed
the strategy that they see there, but you look in
vain for conferences to discuss strategy unless
you include the one where there was the debate
about the divisive issue of circumcision.

But consecration there was.   Men and women
available to be empowered, ready to be sent, and
that with no restraint, no limit on what they would
do, or where they would go.  “Here am I, send
me!” seemed the basic response everywhere
evident.

And I wonder if we’ve lost this.

James Stewart in a wonderful sermon, surely one
of his best, takes as his text the words in 2
Chronicles 29.27. “And when the burnt-offering
began, the song of the Lord began also with the
trumpets.”  He makes the point that it was when
the offering was laid on the altar and the fire came
upon it that the song of the Lord began.

He ends by quoting a poem, author unknown, who
has wrestled with the call of God to a difficult
road.   Difficult and demanding roads of course
are very various and do not all involve travelling
from where you live.

I said, “Let me walk in the fields”
He said, “Nay, walk in the town.”
I said, “There are no flowers there.”
He said, “No flowers, but a crown.”

I said, “But the sky is black,
There is nothing but noise and din.”
But He wept as He sent me back,
“There is more,” He said, “there is sin.”

I said, “But the air is thick
And fogs are veiling the sun.”
He answered, “Yet hearts are sick,
And souls in the dark undone.”

I said, “I shall miss the light,
And friends will want me, they say”
He answered me, “Choose tonight,
If I am to miss you, or they.”

I cast one look at the fields,
Then set my face to the town.
He said, “My child, do you yield?
Will you leave the flowers for the crown?”

Then into His hand went mine,
And into my heart came He,
And I walk in a light divine
The path that I feared to see.

Wherever we are and whatever God has called
us to be or to do, there is one thing He definitely
commands, “Consecrate the people.”   And it
remains the great summons to us all.

November once again.  Once more the occasion
of the ‘Two Minute Silence’ draws near, a time
to remember.  A time to remember those who died
in the cause of freedom, and that must include
freedom for us to worship God in our churches
as we think fit.

From time to time our ministers claim the
prerogative of deciding our form of worship.
Hitler made no secret of his intentions for this
country of ours had he subdued it.  In the police
state which would have resulted, our ministers
would have been told how to conduct worship, if
indeed any worship at all had been permitted.

We read in the Bible “we are surrounded by so
great a cloud of witnesses.”  Yes, and is there not
also the encircling host witnessing and calling us
to a nobler life?  Could we not do with some
idealism in these times when so much is mean,
ill-tempered and selfish?  We need more of this
outlook today.

This year sees the 85th Scottish Poppy Appeal.
It was in 1921 that collars and lapels in Britain
first started wearing the bright red paper bloom.
Worn by young and old, rich and poor, it has gone
from strength to strength uniting the country like
no other emblem.  Although poppies were initially
imported from the devastated areas of France, it
took only until 1926 for the Scottish appeal to
have its own factory at Whiteford House on
Edinburgh’s Royal Mile.

“But doesn’t the Poppy Appeal glorify war?” ask
some.  To them I say “Ever been at a wreath laying
ceremony?”  The atmosphere is a mixture of grief
and pride, when sadness melds with the quiet
pride of a job completed, but at huge loss.
Glorification?  I think not.  “War is immoral.”
say others.  This statement makes us uneasy and
I am glad that we are uneasy.  The fact is that evil
can only be defeated by the evil that is war.  Any
of the men at the D-Day landings knew this.

Poppies endure as a symbol, not because they
glorify war but because they convey the moral
paradox of war; decency is extinguished by evil
and evil can sometimes only be defeated by
indecent means.

The thousands of our countrymen who lost their
lives suppressing evil deserve to be remembered.
One of God’s great gifts is Remembrance.

Last year David Corson, one of the Cameron
Highlanders, passed away aged ninety.  Badly
wounded at the battle of St Valéry-en-Caux in
Normandy, he had a breakdown in 1998, losing
his mind, and spent the rest of his sad life
dreaming.  We wear a poppy to remember such
men.  They are only part of the story, but the
picture is a big one, linking our past with our
present.  Just as we like to remember those in our
family who have passed away, the nation must as
a family remember those who died on our behalf,
often in huge numbers and at a tender age.  They
deserve a poppy.

The poppy today remains a symbol of bloody
death, remembrance and a defiant rebirth.  The
humble bloom has come to represent war and
peace, hope and sacrifice.  The poet Richard
Aldington wrote about us “You are the future of
a far-flung past; you are the generation for whom
we wept and died.”

This is the crux of remembrance.

So on Remembrance Sunday let the different
generations stand together in silent tribute to
valiant people who left their homes and those they
loved to fight the good fight – and did not come
back.

That is why we older people will stand in silence
in honour of those who gave all they had to give
– their lives – that all of us might live in freedom,
and worship our God without fear.  It’s the least
we can do.
