But
when they start to think about what really worries
them, and where real hope is to be found, it might
be his ‘religion’ that has the most to lose. Apathy
and indifference are far greater enemies to
Christian faith than thoughtful debate.

At this time, when suddenly things don’t look so
good for our nation and indeed for the prosperity
of our world, we could do worse than to remember
what has given so much strength in the past. And
perhaps to sing again, during this month of
remembrance “O God, our help in ages past, Our
hope for years to come, Be thou our guard while
troubles last, And our eternal home.”

Stop worrying, and enjoy God’s gift of life.

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“There’s probably no God - stop worrying and
enjoy your life.”

This catchy slogan could soon be appearing on
London buses, thanks to a marketing campaign
financed by the British Humanist Association and
prominent atheist Richard Dawkins. Well, it is a
free society, and they are quite entitled to market
their beliefs.

However, I think they’ve got it terribly wrong.
Why are people worried today? Is it really
because of belief in God? I suspect that people
are quite able to be miserable today without God’s
help. It isn’t a religion-induced fear that keeps
most people awake at night.

Rather, as money markets totter, and stocks
collapse, it is those who have put their trust in
banks, financiers and the joys of a materialist
culture that are liable to be the most depressed.
Many of us may suffer in the recession, through
redundancy, falling pensions or lost savings. But
it is those whose hope is only in such secular
things who will, I suspect, be the most depressed.

Through trouble, toils, and suffering, believers
have always professed “our help is in the name
of the Lord, who made heaven and earth” (Psalm
124). And whilst doubtless bad religion has
sometimes induced unhealthy fear, repeatedly
believers have spoken of the strength found by
trusting the one who says “So do not fear, for I
am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am your
God. I will strengthen you and help you” (Isaiah
41:10). Here is indeed hope.

Richard Dawkins remarked of his bus campaign
“this will make people think - and thinking is
anathema to religion”. Well, I wish him every

Festival of Food Recipes
Here’s another recipe which wasn’t available on the day of our Festival of Food back in September.  However
Jean had baked a large batch of these sponges and they went down a treat so we are sure this will be a very
popular recipe.
Recipe Name: Devon Sponges

Ingr edients: 2 eggs

3 oz caster sugar

3 oz plain flour

½ teaspoon baking powder

Pinch of salt

Filling of choice

Dir ections: Whisk egg white and salt until stiff.

Whisk in yolks and sugar alternatively for approximately 5 minutes until thick
and creamy.

Sieve together flour and baking powder and carefully fold into the mixture with a
metal spoon as lightly as possible.  Do not beat.

Drop teaspoons onto greased and lightly floured tray, allowing room to spread.

Bake for 5-7 minutes at Gas 7 / 450F / 220C.

Allow to cool and fill with cream / jam / apple as you wish.

Always grease and flour tray.

ELDERS’ DOOR DUTIES
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The Humble Paper Poppy
I am writing this as I await the results of hospital
tests and it seems I may have to return once more
as a patient in the Royal Infirmary.  Anyway, here
goes...

Since 1921, the bright red paper poppy has brought
the nation together like no other symbol.  From the
moment it appeared on lapels and collars, it was a
runaway success.  There is no other device that
reminds us of the fallen and the importance of
remembrance.

No marketing men could have dreamed up such an
ideal creation.  Consider its merits: visually
attractive, it can be made by the disabled, it’s
inexpensive, and above all, it is deeply symbolic.

The poppy’s story is one of poetry, blood and hope.
It is embraced by young and old, rich and poor.
Put these factors together and you begin to
understand what a remarkable symbol we have.

Poppies grow best on broken ground, as any First
World War soldier could have told you, and they
flourished in Flanders like nowhere else.  Their
status was transformed by a Canadian surgeon, who
sat down during a lull in the fighting and wrote a
poem that has a lasting legacy.  It begins with the
haunting lines:
“In Flanders fields the poppies blow / Between the
crosses row on row.”

From that moment on, remembrance had an icon.

The poppy today remains a universal symbol of
bloody death, remembrance and a defiant rebirth.

Pause for Thought

It comes with a sadness that man can kill on a scale
that we must never forget.  It takes a wee flower to
tell us this.

The gatherings at Remembrance Sunday wreath-
laying ceremonies have remained rock solid and
the two minutes silence has been embraced by
young and old alike.  The tiny paper emblem has
become the veterans’ most reliable friend, enduring
in times of peace and war.  It unites the country
like no other.  G.K.Chesterton once said, “The true
soldier fights not because he hates what is in front
of him, but because he loves what is behind him”.

As we prepare ourselves to pause in remembrance
for two minutes of silence this month, let us once
again resolve to honour the memory of all those
who have died in war by doing whatever we can to
ensure that one day war will be no more, and we
will have found other ways to resolve our
differences.

And if we are tempted to believe that that task is
beyond us, for after all each of us is only one
individual and we cannot make a difference on our
own, then we should remember that 12 individuals
made a difference, and, trusting in God, those 12
disciples, whose names we will never forget, helped
to turn the world upside down.

So, on Remembrance Sunday let the different
generations stand together in silent tribute to valiant
people who left their homes and those they loved
to fight the good fight – and did not come back.
